Suggested Comments for Tribal Members and Reservation Residents:

Tribe’s economic and financial needs remain great. FEIS correctly stated
the “purpose and need” for the Cascade Locks project, and as predicted in
the FEIS the Tribe’s financial circumstances are becoming more serious
over time.

Cascade Locks is the correct “preferred alternative”, as stated in the FEIS.
Only the Cascade Locks gaming site can secure the Tribe’s long term
financial health with a minimum of environmental effects.

The FEIS is correct to state that Cascade Locks is in the heart of the
Tribe’s traditional and Treaty reserved ceded area, and it is consistent with
the Gorge Act to develop a gaming project on an industrial-zoned parcel
with in the Cascade Locks city limits.

The FEIS correctly points out that the Cascade Locks project will offer
many jobs to tribal members, who can take advantage of free shuttle buses
and new housing to continue living on the Reservation while working at
Cascade Locks.

Suggested Comments for Local Community Supporters:

FEIS correctly concludes that the project impacts will be positive in terms
of stimulating job growth and economic development in community that
has been in economic decline for many years.

FEIS correctly notes that impacts on community will be mitigated by
Tribe’s Community Benefit Fund.

As demonstrated by the comments on the DEIS, which are included in the
FEIS, the local community is overwhelming supportive of the project,
while opponents are a competing casino tribe located 100 miles from
Cascade Locks and Portland-based special interests groups
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
